1.

2.
Budget – Peggy Paulson

a.
Approximate balance as of November 30, 2011  $1,922.72.

b.
PTF donated auction items (PTF Spirit Basket and Hutch) brought in a total of $765.  This does not go into PTF income, simply stating what the PTF donated items generated toward the auction.

3.
Market Day – Lori Young

a.
35 orders in the second November sale (11/29) for an approximate income of $293.25.

b.
Peggy mentioned that Caryn Huntsman was very appreciative of the two (2) walkie talkies purchased by the PTF via Market Day funds.

c.
Next sale cut-off date is during Christmas break, with pick up day being the same day we resume classes.  Lori feels as though this sale may be “anemic.”

d.
Peggy suggested that Lori speak with Deb Wiard about the possibility of doing an eblast regarding the Market Day sale over break.  If the eblast won’t work, Peggy and Lori will discuss the possibility of using Constant Contact to reach our families.

e.
Lori will research when the next Bonus Days sale is, and PTF will discuss promoting Bonus Days as a way to help the Salvation Army again.

4.
Thanksgiving Breads

a. Christy Holmes said she received positive comments and thank you’s from the teachers she saw while delivering the baked goods.

Popcorn/Concessions – Kay Metz

a.
No update on popcorn sales. Not sure when the next sale is scheduled.

b.
Kay mentioned there is approximately $80 to deposit, in addition to what is listed on the October 2011 spreadsheet. 

c.
Though there are (3) potential volunteers to help Kay with concessions, have not been able to coordinate with them yet.

6.
Ice Cream Sale – Kelly Owen

a.
Spearheaded by Mary Palmer and Kelly Owen

b.
Approximately $160 raised to go to PTF account.

c.
Kelly donated 8 gallons of ice cream, while Mary donated toppings.

d.
7 gallons were left over from auction.  They will be stored in the concessions freezer to be used during the Homecoming Social.

7.
Coffee Update - Peggy Paulson

a.
Peggy discussed the rise in coffee expenditures with Mrs. Boyd.  Mrs. Boyd did not feel as though consumption had gone up, but perhaps the coffee prices have.

b.
PTF is concerned that we have budgeted $800 for the year for coffee and supplies, and receipts totaling $660.62 have already been turned in since the beginning of the school year.

c.
PTF enjoys providing coffee for the teachers and staff, but the budgeted monies will run out very soon.  Peggy will discuss the situation with Dr. Wood and inquire as to whether the school can cover the expenses, once the $800 from the PTF has been exhausted.

d.
It was decided that coffee creamer expenses are to be researched as well. 

8.
Secondary Lunch Program Update – Peggy Paulson

a.
Peggy met with Debbie Anderson about increasing lunch choices/facilities.  Debbie is in agreement that the lunch program needs to be expanded.

b.
Due to regulations, PCA cannot transport hot food from one building to the next, due to temperature concerns.

c.
Mary Palmer did some research on ovens to fit our needs.

i.
a lower end CADCO oven (concession type) can bake 55 cookies/hour and costs $570.

ii.
a middle range convection oven (heavy commercial use, weighs 250 lbs.) can be purchased for $2,200.  Would need to speak to a building inspector to determine if this needs venting.  It would also cost $319 for a proper stand for the oven, and $500 to install a 220-volt line.



d.
Debbie would also be interested in a small salad bar offering.

e.
Peggy has briefly discussed with Dr. Wood.  He suggested that the PTF get all of the research done, put a plan on paper, and decide how much, monetarily, the PTF can support the project.

f.
Peggy will meet with a building inspector to further the research.

g.
It was suggested by numerous attendees that this project might be a good one as a future fundraising project.

Winter Fundraiser – will be at the Canton Coney on Lilley.  Peggy to coordinate with Rick Swilley to determine appropriate date based on sporting events in January, 2012.
